Transend has set up an existing service account that will can be used; however, this opens up a potential 

security hole, since anybody who has Transend Migrator with a valid license key and user email address, 

will be able to access your data (if they know your credentials) during the period that access has been 

granted to that account.   

Note: you still have to grant access to Transend’s service account (email 

24974064516@developer.gserviceaccount.com), and as previously noted, this opens up your data to 

anybody with Transend Migrator so it is recommended to setup a service account with administrative 

rights.
